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CAMPAIGNERS WAGE WAR ON LITTER
Cambridge Rotarians have been joining forces with countryside campaigners to organise litter picks in villages across the south of the county.
Cambridge Rutherford Rotary Club, working in co-operation with Cambridgeshire CPRE - the Campaign to Protect Rural England – along with district and parish councils are organising successful litter picks in local villages in support of Bill Bryson’s “Stop the Drop” litter campaign.

So far they’ve collected some 500 giant bin bags of litter, plus an assortment of bike parts, hub caps, a small section of an aeroplane and the odd silencer – not to mention a really good pair of trainers and literally thousands of plastic bottles.

On 24th July, the hit squad is returning for a second round in the campaign to “Stop the Drop” in Landbeach (illustrated).  Village groups, including schoolchildren, have worked alongside countryside campaigners and Rotarians in more than a dozen villages.  Now they plan to extend their campaign to Huntingdonshire and East Cambridgeshire. Bill Bryson, CPRE’s national President has made it his mission to prevent our beautiful villages becoming littered 'ghettos'.
