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RESTORE MARSHALL’S TO GREEN BELT SAY CAMPAIGNERS
Countryside campaigners say the Marshall’s Airport Site should be restored to a designated Green Belt area.  The site was in the Green Belt until it was taken out to allow the development of a major expansion of Cambridge amounting to some 12,000 houses.

At the beginning of April Marshall’s announced they would not be vacating the site and Cambridgeshire Campaign to Protect Rural England (CPRE) say there is now no good reason why the land should not revert to Green Belt status.
Sean Traverse-Healy, planning spokesman for Cambridgeshire CPRE explained, “We have always considered this site forms an important part of the Cambridge Green Belt.  However, on balance we supported the idea that it could be used for housing in order to create a highly sustainable urban extension close to the jobs and services in the City.

“Now all that remains currently as designated Green Belt is the narrow corridor leading into Coldham’s Common from the Teversham area, intended to allow an open area into the heart of the development. That is now nonsense as the development will not take place. There is now absolutely no reason why the Airport should not be restored to its original Green Belt status.”

CPRE will be pursuing this matter through the future development plans currently proposed, including the review of the East of England Plan and the Core Strategies for Cambridge City and South Cambridgeshire.
