Council’s “Village Link 404” bus, which covers the 
best walking country near Peterborough. Walk pace 
is varied, with stops to see local history and wildlife. 
Most walks finish near a pub or cafe.

The weather never stops us, but bring sound clothing 
and footwear. We may adapt a walk to suit the day 
and company.

Explore ancient Barnack, Welland 
Canal, St Leonard’s Priory, with time to eat in 
Stamford.

Sun 13 Feb            Helpston to Stamford   
Bus 401 from Queensgate Bay 9 at 10:15, ticket 
to Stamford. Walk from Helpston, Ufford, 
Barnack (lunch) to Stamford on the old Ermine

to Wansford. Walk Cook’s Hole, Wansford, 
Castor.
